


GABIONS
Coatings 
Two types of coating options are available:

Zincalu® Super+ 
Zincalu® Super+ is a zinc-aluminium alloy surface coating 
which can offer up to three times the corrosion resistance 
of conventional galvanised coatings. The coating weight of 
350g/m
(min. av. mean) is applied to the wire prior to fabrication 
of the mesh. Zincalu® Super+ coated wire is used widely 
as a highly durable alternative to traditional PVC coat-
ings and it has the advantage of being available in a much 
greater range of wire diameters.

Chemically bonded PVC on zinc coated wire to BS EN 
10244-2 
Suitable for more aggressive environments, PVC coated 
Gabion units are chemical and abrasion resistant. 
The combination of PVC bonded onto a galvanised wire 
provides protection even in highly humid conditions.
This type of composite coating can provide a design life of 
up to 120 years in non-aggressive environments.

All welded construction 
Hesco Concertainer™ Gabions benefit from superior 
welding technology. The horizontal and vertical wires are 
electrically welded at each intersection to give maximum 
rigidity and strength.

Wire diameters 
A variety of wire diameters are available, 3mm and 
4.55mm Zincalu® or 2.70 and 3.80mm PVC coated, or 
any combination of these.

Mesh and Fill 
The mesh configuration is nominally 75mm x 75mm and 
all gabions should be filled with a Frost resistant stone 
such as limestone or granite of block size 100-200mm.

Quality 
Weldmesh™ products are manufactured in an 
environment covered by EN ISO 9001:2000 and our 
material content, quality and coatings are consistently 
delivered to exacting specifications. Our factory 
procedures also conform to environmental standard BS 
EBN ISO 14001:1996. All products carry BBA and 
exclusively carry CE certification.

ASSEMBLY DETAILS
Flatpack 
Concertainer™ Gabions are 
delivered in flat pack format 
to site. All the vertical edges 
are pre-joined using helicals
Helicals can also be used 
instead of lacing wire to 
close the lid and base, this 
increases the quality and 
speed of installation.

Extending to full length 
Take Concertainer™ Ga-
bion and extend it to its full 
length. The base and lid 
panels of our standard units 
have already been fastened 
on one side by us. Extra 
helicals are available upon 
request.

Joining adjacent Gabions 
Place the empty Gabions in
position and join them by 
clasping the helicals to-
gether and sliding a locking 
pin through them.

Fitting internal cross 
bracing 
So that the Gabions don't bulge when 
being filled, they must be fitted with 
bracing ties. You will save a lot of 
time if you use pre-fabricated bracing 
ties. Bracing ties are used at third and 
two-thirds height positions, four ties 
per square metre of face (available on 
request).

After filling 
After filling using the lacing 
wire provided, secure all lid 
panels, and if there are 
additional courses, each 
course should be laced 
together horizontally both 
front and rear.
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
